The event was held on the Student Union Building
lawn. Activities included haircuts, silent auction gift baskets, a DJ, food, a dunk tank, giveaways,
Spuds fries, free Red Bull and Monster energy drinks, Apex gear, games, and much more. Josee
Vachon, wife of Kutztown University President Dr. F. Javier Cevallos, spoke of her personal
experience of surviving the fight with cancer. A candle lighting ceremony as part of the Relay

for Life, live bands, and games continued throughout the night.
